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St. Laurent is thought to be a
cousin of Pinot Noir. The grape
does share some similarities on
the nose to Pinot, but in the glass
it is a whole other animal. Dark
purple in color. On the palate,
more robust with black fruits
instead of cherries. If you are a
Pinot lover, you need to try St.
Laurent.
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
